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Florida National Guard to change command 
Maj. Gen. Burnett to retire after 47 years
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ST. AUGUSTINE, Fla. –  The Adjutant General of Florida, Maj. Gen. Douglas Burnett, will retire from the Florida National Guard, Saturday, June 26, at Camp Blanding near Starke, Fla., during the official change-of-command ceremony.

The ceremony is scheduled to begin at 10 a.m. on the parade field.

The colors (flag) of command representing the more than 12,000 Soldiers and Airmen of the Florida National Guard and Dept. of Military Affairs, will be passed from Maj. Gen. Burnett to Maj. Gen. Emmett “Buddy” Titshaw as he assumes command.

The event will also serve as a retirement ceremony for Maj. Gen. Douglas Burnett, who will retire after nearly nine years as the Adjutant General of Florida and Commander of the Florida National Guard.  With more than 47 years of total military service, he holds the record as the longest-service Air Force officer.

The traditional military ceremony will include a review of the force, music by the Florida National Guard’s 13th Army Band, and an historic flyover featuring the first-ever combination of two F-15 Eagles and two F-22 Raptors all piloted by members of the Florida Air National Guard.

A media opportunity will be at 9 a.m.  Maj. Gen. Burnett and Maj. Gen. Titshaw will be available for interviews and photographs.

Media are requested to arrive no later than 8:30 a.m.  A public affairs representative will be at the public affairs operations center trailer outside the main gate of Camp Blanding to assist media with entry.  Media must have respective credentials.  Vehicles as well as cases are subject to search.
