Welcome and Introductions/FDA Leadership Update
FDA President John Pruitt welcomed everybody to the meeting and asked everyone to introduce themselves. He then provided welcoming remarks and thanked Tyndall Air Force Base for hosting the meeting. 

Rocky McPherson, Director Military and Defense Programs for Enterprise Florida Inc.; introduced Diana Gonzalez, as the successor FDA Chairperson. He then proceeded to thank John Pruitt for his 3 years of service to the Florida Defense Alliance.

Welcome to Tyndall AFB
Colonel David Zeh, Commander, Tyndall AFB, welcomed the attendees to Tyndall Air Force Base. He then proceeded to with a presentation about the military installation and its assets. 
Tour of the AOC
The meeting attendees participated in a tour of the Air Operations Center (AOC).

The AOC is a 37,000-square-foot facility dedicated to protect the United States’ airspace from attack. Additionally this facility coordinates disaster relief operations. 
After the tour, participants enjoyed a tour thru the bases’ flight line, getting a closer look of the F-22 Raptors and the F-15 Eagle strike fighters. 
OTTED updates
Dr. Brice Harris, Defense Coordinator for the Office of Tourism, Trade and Economic Development presented the attendees with an update in the following issues:

Military Leaders Forum 
· The forum took place on April 9, 2008.
· Senior representatives from each service and SouthCom attended, as well as representatives from more than twelve State agencies, public private partnerships.

· Governor Crist was very pleased with the information received. He heard briefings from each command.   The Governor expressed his optimism for the future of Florida’s relationship with the military, and announced that a series of Base Commanders Meetings to begin this summer. 
MBP Fund Initiatives 
· The Executive office of the Governor awarded three additional Military Base Protection projects, bringing the funds to a close for the current fiscal year.
· The projects include: The Nature Conservancy “Prevention of Encroachment, Incompatible Land Use and Loss of Biodiversity;” Okaloosa County, “Lambda Rail Connectivity;” this third is still to be announced. 
Defense Policy Process
· Currently OTTED is reviewing Florida’s approach to the defense economy.
· Open to ideas on how to improve our statewide process for identifying requirements and formulating new policy options.

Growth Management
Kevin Gartland, of NAS Jacksonville took over as the chair for this working group.

The following action items emerged from the working group meeting: 

· Joint Navy/AF/ARNG/Community Tiger Team to prepare application to Florida Building Code Commission to change the Florida Building Code to include prescriptive guidelines for how to reduce noise in structures near military and civilian public use airport high noise zones. Code currently requires reduction but does not show how.  Commission liked the Wyle study and verbiage in City of Jacksonville zoning code. Navy's Noise Reduction expert and Florida Building Code representatives both spoke at meeting.  Estimated Completion Date for application – November FDA meeting.   

· Joint Tiger Team to prepare draft legislation to address recommendations in the 2008 Florida House Military Affairs "White Paper" on encroachment.  Recommendations were not submitted to the 2008 legislature for consideration.  Florida Military Affairs and FDA to develop recommended language to put teeth into existing laws.  Only 33% of counties near military bases have fully complied with Sections 163.3175 and 163.3177 (6) on changing comp plan/zoning codes around military airports or have ex-officio military on planning commission.  Estimated Completion Date October 08 to Growth Management Committee to review/discuss at November 08 meeting.  
· Navy Sound Attenuation and Florida Building Code Power Point Presentations to be placed on FDA Website. 

· Funding Sources in addition to Florida Forever for encroachment partnering initiatives to be placed on the FDA website. Sources include the Florida Department of Forestry Rural and Farming Lands Program ($30M/year), Florida Communities Trust Parks for People Program, Governor's OTTED Military Base Protection Grant ($865K), Water Management Districts, County Preservation programs, Trust for Public Land, The Nature Conservancy. 

· FDEP Report to FDA and SERRPAS Presentations was placed on FDA Website at www.floridadefense.org
