A quorum being present, Diana Gonzalez, Chairperson, called the meeting to order at 8:00a.m.

Agenda Item I: Homestead Air Reserve Base Mission Brief

Colonel Michael McCully, Mission Support Commander provided a mission brief about the Homestead Air Reserve Base (HARB).

Currently, 25 F-16C and two “D” models are flown at HARB. The F-16D is used to bring the HARB pilots up to qualification.

He stated that in the last few years the installation has undergone $10 plus million in improvements and that this year $37 million of facility improvements will occur. Next year’s improvements are projected at $25 million. Some of the projects to be completed include a new troop eating facility, upgrades to mission parts of the base amongst other renovations. 

Additionally Colonel McCully gave an overview of the missions preformed by the base in the past ten years including “Operation Unified Response” that supported Haiti’s humanitarian relief efforts.  H stated that HARB is expanding, with their “Total Force Initiative” with which the base will be adding more active duty members. The base tenants are also growing, SOCSouth is building a new facility on base.

Agenda Item II: Committee Reports

Kevin Gartland, chair of the Growth Management working group, gave a summary of the three main action items of the committee:

I. Creation of a tiger team to review Florida’s Growth Management statutes and evaluate ideas how can these be furthered to assist the military installations.

II. Creation of a group to evaluate the Florida defense grants programs and the particular statute.

III. Creation of a group that would work with legislative aides to develop changes to Real Estate statutes. 

The group will start focusing their attention to identify the military training routes. Mr. Gartland stated that these routes should be considered when a local community makes a decision on future development.

Patty Piazza, chair for the Family Support Working group, presented the items discussed by the group. Ms. Piazza stated that the group heard a presentation by Eric Sherman, from the Department of Defense, regarding the ten key federal issues as well as the process by which these issues are identified and resolved.

Additionally the group received an update by Rocky McPherson about House Bill 7129. In the same way, Kandi Debus provided an overview of the Florida Interservice Family Assistance Committee (FISFAC). The FISFAC is working to get the communities more involved with the bases in the areas of mobilization, deployment and disaster. 

Ms. Piazza commented that the group continues to work with the Association of Defense Communities, to include a military families support and best practices panel in their upcoming August meeting in San Francisco.

Agenda Item III: Department of Environmental Protection Update
Deborah Keller, The Nature Conservancy, talked about Florida Forever Fund and the importance of this fund to Florida’s military installations.

Rocky McPherson commented on the Environmental Protection Agency and nutrients standards for Florida waters currently being worked by DEP and the EPA. 
Agenda Item IV: Florida Transportation Plan 2060 Briefing
Rocky McPherson, Director, Military and Defense Programs, Enterprise Florida, Inc., gave a DOT briefing concerning the Florida Transportation plan. The presentation is available via the FDA website.  
Agenda Item V: Office of Tourism, Trade and Economic Development Florida Legislative Session Overview and Florida Council on Military Bases and Mission Support Update. 
Rocky McPherson delivered an OTTED report highlighting other legislative and budgetary session results which included the appropriations for the Defense Grants Programs. 

Agenda Item VI: Roundtable Discussion on 2011 Legislative Goals/ FDA Web site update.


This discussion centered on forming working groups to review existing FS pertinent to growth management and family support issues.   Additionally, FDA staff encouraged FDA members to offer suggestions and to volunteer to assist in updating the FDA website.

Agenda Item VII: FDA Officer Position Vacancy Opportunities 

Diana Gonzalez, FDA’s current chairperson, announced that her term as well as the working group chairs terms will be ending this year. She encouraged members interested in either of the positions, to send their resume along with a letter of interest to Rocky McPherson or to Juliana Peña.

Ms. Gonzalez mentioned that the President/CEO of Enterprise Florida, Inc.  ultimately appoints the new officers.

Agenda Item VIII: FDA Costumer Satisfaction Survey
Diana Gonzalez and Rocky McPherson encouraged the members to participate in the 2010 Florida Defense Alliance customer satisfaction survey. Last year we had only 17 submissions.
Diana Gonzalez, FDA Chair, invited all members to the next meeting scheduled for November 3, 2010 in Panama City, Florida. Confirmation of the exact location, times, and agenda will be provided at a future date.
