Chairman Kilberg welcomed the group and asked Al Latimer to cover a few administrative matters. 
Al informed the group that the Defense Reinvestment Grants (BRAC Supplemental) has been awarded by OTTED, and that the winners have been notified via e-mail. He indicated that the grant recipients’ contracts would go out in the day’s mail. Awarded grants will be posted on the FDA website. He reminded everyone about the application deadlines for the 05-06 DRG (August 5, 2005) and DIG (July 22, 2005); and urged members to please send in their Master Prioritized List of Infrastructure needs so that it will be available to the judges as they evaluate this year’s grant requests. The List must be updated by July 25, 2005. Finally, Al asked if everyone had received the e-mail from Chris Hart clarifying EFI’s staff realignment in Mimi Kartsonakis’s absence. He reiterated that he would be in charge of the Defense Grants Program, assisted by Angela Martini, and that Tom McGurk would continue to be responsible for FDA issues. 
Subsequent to the administrative update, Wayne Nelms shared the details he had on the New Orleans, BRAC Commission meeting to be held on July 12, 2005. He mentioned that he had gotten his information from Mr. Cooper, the BRAC Commission staff person responsible for the New Orleans meeting.
Wayne remarked that the first state to present during the testimony will be Louisiana followed by Mississippi, and Florida will go last. For the most part, the presentation order is firm. At the discretion of the Commission exceptions may be made for certain extenuating circumstances (ex: a delay in the presentation of one of the previous states). 
The room will be set up with a table to accommodate the commissioners and a table of witnesses located in the front of the room.  The equipment necessary to run a Power Point will be available. However, for Florida’s presentation, Wayne is making arrangements to make our presentation whether that tool is available or not. It is estimated that the room can seat 500. 
Wayne pointed out that the deadline for the communities to submit their statements for the record for inclusion in the Florida Packet of materials that will be presented to the BRAC Commission is July 6, 2005.

Jacksonville – July 5, 10:00 AM (EDT)

Tallahassee - July 6, 1:00 PM (EDT) / Final dress rehearsal 
A brief discussion followed on whether the Florida representatives attending the New Orleans BRAC Commission meeting should wear t-shirts, with a special design for the occasion, or just a uniform color. No final decision was made.  
As a way of keeping track of BRAC related news Wayne advised that members go www.google.com and use the news Alert function. 
 

Some questions were raised about the format, length, and content of the community statements for the BRAC Commission. Wayne answered that the BRAC Commission is accepting “whatever” the communities submit. He also said that there won’t be any kind of editing of the material submitted by the communities to the Governor’s Office. 
It was mentioned that Admiral Natter will be in Tallahassee from July 6, 2005 until the departure to New Orleans, helping to organize the Florida presentation and packet of materials. 
 

Last, Diana Gonzalez indicated that she was in Washington DC and very politely offered to assist anybody with a need in the DC area.
